In 2009 we applied for and were awarded federal funds to provide Early Head Start services to pregnant 

women and children 0-36 months. The receipt of this grant award was due in part to our staff, our 

families, and willing community partners that have committed, once again, to working tirelessly for the 

families in Bibb County.  

We, also, applied for and received state funding for two (2) Pre-K classes, serving forty (40) four (4) year 

old children at our Davis Homes and Buck Melton Centers. 

As you can see, 2009-2010 was a winning year for our Programwhere the rewards will be evident for 

years to come.  

Not only are we committed to serving children, we are just as committed to meeting the challenge of our 

parents by being a highly visible player in a larger array of community partners.  

For example our collaborative partnership formed with Central Georgia Technical College will provide 

opportunities for our families to enhance literacy skills, obtain a GED, and prepare for entrance into a 

professional program of study. This collaboration further serves to help our teaching staff meet the 

mandates for obtainingBaccalaureatedegrees.
